Mary Eloise (Morris) Allen was born October 10, 1923, in Bellflower to Alva Pros Morris and Irby Nancy (Wells) Morris.
Mary was the oldest. She had two sisters, Joanna and Barbara, and one brother, Maynard. Unfortunately, Barbara died
shortly after her birth. Irby was a licensed practical nurse at Audrain Medical Center, and Alva was a leathersmith who
served in World War I. When Mary was a teenager, her Dad left the family.

Growing up in rural Bellflower, Mary loved to walk — so much so that it became a hobby for her. She would often walk
three miles to Wellsville. Mary was excited when the train opened a route from Hannibal to Wellsville, stopping in the
small towns along the way, including Bellflower. After that, Mary took the train. She even went by train to a church
camp in South Carolina.

Mary graduated from Wellsville High School in 1941 and moved to Mexico, renting a room on Calhoun Street in a
rooming house. She didn’t own a car and again found herself walking everywhere. She took a job at the local ice cream
parlor, Mary Anne’s Sweet Shop. The shop was known for its homemade ice cream, milkshakes and malts.

In 1943, her life changed when she met Kirby Allen. He walked into the malt shop with his buddies while she was
working, and he asked her out. She told him she would only go out with him if he agreed to go to church with her. He
had other Sunday priorities — fishing with his Dad — and he wasn’t all that interested in her demand. However, he
had fallen in love, so he went to church. They married at the First Baptist Church in Mexico in November 1943, and
after the ceremony took a bus to the Governor’s Hotel in Jefferson City. Mary remembers it was a very cold day, and
the bus had no heat, but it had hot coals in buckets to keep them warm.

Kirby and Mary had four boys: Jerry, Dan, Rod and Mark. The boys kept them both very busy! Kirby worked for AP
Greens for 47 years. First as a plant product inspector in their research lab and in the ‘60s was elevated to human
resource manager. Always the outgoing fellow involved in the community — active in church, announcing at local ball
games, chapel services (many at the King’s Daughter’s Chapel), and serving as a prominent leader of the city council
and Mexico housing authority —and fishing as much as possible in his spare time. He loved to joke that he was “only
right one time in his life, but two weeks later Mary proved him wrong.” Pictured: Kirby & Mary Allen

After Mary married Kirby, she worked at J.C. Penney
and Safford Shoes on the Mexico Square. She also
worked as a medical receptionist for Dr. Jaynes, a
dentist in town. Mary was very involved with The
King’s Daughters Home and has been a member of
the Whatsoever Circle for more than 50 years. She
was also active in the PEO, served as a delegate at
their convention, and presented scholarships to
Cottey College for high school graduates desiring to
further their education.

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The Whatsoever Circle, founded in 1888, was instrumental in establishing The King’s Daughters Home as the Missouri
Branch project of the International Order of The King’s Daughters and Sons. At times, the Circle nearly disbanded due
to lack of membership. Mary kept the circle going for years, refusing to give up. The Circle was originated from the
Scripture of Philippians 4:8 — “Finally brethren, whatsoever things are true, whatsoever things are honest, whatsoever
things are just, whatsoever things are pure, whatsoever things are lovely, whatsoever things are of good report, if there
be any virtue; and if there be any praise, think on these things.” Not only the Home's existence, but the Circle’s
existence is owed to women like Georgia Frost, Margaret Bottome, and Mary Allen. In an article hanging in the Home,
“Mrs. Georgia Frost is to Missouri what Mrs. Margaret Bottome is to The International Order of The King’s Daughters
and Sons.” Mary Allen’s love for the Home and her commitment to serving was the reason the Whatsoever Circle
continued to survive for so many years.

She prayed for her son, Dan, while he was in Vietnam; for
her son, Jerry, while in was in the Peace Corps; for her son, Rod, when his wife became ill; for her son, Mark, for being
the fourth son. Mary is a faithful servant of the Lord and a wonderful resident of the Home. Sadly, Kirby passed away
in 2008. Mary moved to the Home on October 29, 2018, and we are glad she is here. We love you, Mary. Thank you for
your service to our Home and for being an extraordinary woman.
